With the add on motor kit a gap of at 
least 20mm is required on each side
with at least 10mm top and bottom.

If stud work then thick timber
(50mm) to screw into around the top six 
mounting holes.  The lower part of the wall
plate needs to be over 18mm ply/MDFas the 
bearings shown on the sketch on the left
